books, there are times when he simply has not sufficient language to get across the whole message: | hate down they try slag us our tuble trick.
He is not afraid to try out ambitious words, e.g. I collectable variegated cars. The spelling is generally good, even of more unusual words, like
aquarium, but at times difficult to decipher, e.g.tuble.

(The fact that he is able to spell aquarium and decorate correctly, yet facher and brodher, suggests that he has been given help with or access to

some spellings. Only the teacher can know how independent the spelling is!)
