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Introduction

The *Quality education in Romani for Europe” (QualiRom) project, carried out in
2011-13 under the European Commission’s Key Actions 2 programme, focused
on raising literacy levels in Romani and on training teachers of Romani. It set
out to promote the inclusion of Romani in education systems and to contribute
to the integration of speakers of the language. The initiative sought to do so by
improving the educational situation of Roma children, raising the self-esteem
of Romani speakers, contributing to the emancipation of people with a Roma
background, and promoting equality of opportunity as a basic human right.
